The Master of Management - Logistics and 
Supply Chain Management will prepare 
graduates for leadership positions and 
allow them to become valuable assets in 
this highly competitive area.

The courses will have multi-disciplinary 
relevance and provide the practical 
knowledge required to excel in the complex 
environment of logistics and supply chain 
management.

Students who require additional English 
language training must complete an eight 
week English-language training program 
and orientation to Canada. Students who 
demonstrate excellent English language 
skills will be exempted from this  
training program.

•	 TOEFL-IBT score of at least 83  
(or equivalent)

•	 A successful interview with a 
representative from the University  
of Windsor

•	 Two letters of reference
